TIME AND TALENT 
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Did you Know 

 

On March 27th the Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Eco-

nomic Security (CARES) Act was signed into law.  The 

CARES Act increases tax deductions for charitable 

donations for both individuals and corporations for 

tax year 2020.  You may wish to consider the follow-

ing provisions when determining your charitable gift 

this year. 

 

Individuals who do not itemize their tax deductions 

may tax have a new “above the line” charitable tax 

deduction of $300 per tax payer ($600 for a married 

couple).  An “above the line” deduction reduces a 

donor’s adjusted gross income and thereby reduces 

taxable income. 

 

Individuals who do itemize may deduct up to 100% 

of their 2020 adjusted gross income, up from the 

previous limit of 60%. 

 

Corporations may deduct up to 25% of taxable in-

come, up from the previous 10%. 

 

To qualify for these special deductions, contributions 

must be made during the tax year 2020.  Payments 

on outstanding pledges also qualify, providing the 

payment is made in 2020.

Due to Covid-19 our Giving Tree process will look a bit 

different this year.  

 

To keep everyone safe this year, we are asking you to 

purchase gift cards.  Each family we serve will be asked 

for the number of people in their immediate household 

and will receive a $25 gift card to purchase a gift for 

each member of the family.   

 

Your gift cards may be dropped into the collection box/

basket at church, into the mail slot at the SSCP Parish 

Office, or dropped off at the SSCP Office.  Please put 

them in an envelope marked “Giving Tree”. 

 

If you are able, gift cards can also be purchased through 

the CCA SCRIP program, which in turn helps our parish-

es as well as the greater community.  

 

We ask that all gift cards be dropped off as soon as you 

are able so we may prepare in advance or no later than 

the last Mass on December 13

th

.     

 

Last year we served 80 families with 398 gifts and an-

ticipate the need will be even greater this year, as many 

have lost income because they were furloughed.   

 

Thank you for your kindness and support in the past and 

your willingness to serve the needs of others again this 

year.  Together we serve, united by love, inviting God's 

world to the glorious feast.
